This show is held under the Rules found in the FPS Handbook for Showing and Competing.  Hard hats to current BS standard, correctly secured, must be worn at all times when riders are mounted and within the show field.  Ponies tack and riders dress must conform to FPS Ridden showing rules.

Only paid-up current Fell Pony Society members are eligible to enter.  Membership Subscriptions for 2025 must therefore have been paid.
